General Rules and Guidelines
· Entry fee is included in rally registration fee for 1 motorcycle.  Entry fee for motorcycle show only or additional motorcycles is $10.00 per motorcycle.  Registration and entry fee must be completed by no later than 10:30 am the day of the show.
· All motorcycles must be operable

· All motorcycles must be licensed and state inspection sticker visible.

· This is a family event; please do not display offensive material.  If its questionable put a cloth over it 

· All applicants agree to have motorcycle on display by 12:30 p.m. until completion of the show at 3:00 p.m. and motorcycle shall not be moved during show without permission of show management.
· Trophies are awarded at end of show for 1st and 2nd place in each class.
· Safety - No fuel leaks allowed. 

· No fire ups during show. 

· Machines with excessive fluid leaks require bib or will not be allowed.

· The judges’ decisions are final!

· No talking to the judges, unless they ask you a question. This can lead to disqualification.

· Judges reserve the right to move a motorcycle to another class at their discretion.

· Classes may change from one year to the next, especially the dates for Vintage/Classic bikes. Suggestions for new classes are always welcome.
